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7. Industrial Visit at Javed Stone Crusher Plant.

Report on Industrial Visit

Jadhav Stone Crusher Plant was visited by Commerce Department on 11th
December, 2021. More than50 students of B. Com. final year from Commerce
Department were present for the visit. During the visit, the students were briefed
about the project by GopalJadhav Sir, Director, Jadhav Stone Crusher. During the
visit students were introduced to different uses like 40 mm, 20 mm, 12 mm, 10 mm
etc. (stone crush, stone dust) roads, bridges, housing, industrial building construction
and other cement-based products. Awareness about new technologies should come
from industrial visits. Students were encouraged to visit different manufacturing
outlets. The industrial visit brought together a combined knowledge of both
theoretical and practical. Value machines involved in the stone crusher industry
include hammer crusher screens, conveyors, etc. to make it smaller in size according
to the process.

The stone is crushed in a hammer crusher. The crushed stone is
examined to separate the product into different shapes by divisible ca. The crushed
stone is transported by truck to the market or storage place for transportation. The raw
material required for this project is granite of various shapes (stone, the original raw
material is stone and it is obtained from rocks). It is recommended to obtain mine
lease holdings to avoid potential risk while purchasing raw stone as well as to keep
the project financially stable. A total of 15,000 Square foot hard lime/granite stone is
required daily for the proposed project. The visit of Jadhav Stone Crusher Industries
to 40 B. Com.final year students will definitely get benefitted the students who are
entering the industrial field with a vision for the future. Dr. S. P. Jadhav, Dr. V. J.
